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Camel
Camels are large animals that have a hump on their backs.

Habitat – Camels live in dry areas. The Dromedary (one humped camel) is found in North Africa and the Middle East. The Bactrian (two humped camel) is from Asia where it can be very hot and very cold.

Size – Camels are over 2 metres tall and weigh over 725 kilos.

Appearance – Camels have thick fur which is brown going to almost white in colour. They have wide padded feet and leathery patches on their knees for protection. They have large nostrils which they can close to keep out the sand and long thick eyelashes.

Diet – Camels are herbivores (plant eaters). They eat grass, wheat and oats.

Young - When calves are born they weigh 30-40 kilos. They can walk within 24 hours from being born. Calves remain close to their mother until they are around 5 years old.

Interesting fact – The hump contains fat. The camel can survive for 3 or 4 days without food or water.
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
