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Rattlesnake
Rattlesnakes have this name because of the rattle at the end of their tail.

Habitat – Rattlesnakes are found in North, South and Central America. In winter rattlesnakes hibernate with other rattlesnakes under rocks.
Size – Rattle snakes grow bigger and bigger each year. When they grow they have to shed their old skins.
Appearance – Rattlesnakes are covered in yellow to brown scales. They have diamond or v shaped markings along their backs.
Diet – Rattle snakes are carnivores (meat eaters). They kill their prey with a poisonous bite and then swallow it whole. They eat small animals like mice, birds and lizards.
Young - The female gives birth to 8-10 young snakes. They are born without a rattle on the end of their tails.
Interesting fact – When the rattle snake sheds a skin another part of the rattle is added.
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
