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Duck
Ducks are water birds.

Habitat – Ducks live in many parts of the world and on farms. They spend a lot of time on or near to water.
Size – Ducks are about 25 cms long and weigh about 4 kilos.
Appearance – There are many types of ducks. They can have white, dark green or black feathers. They have large bills and webbed feet.
Diet – Ducks eat many things including insects, worms, snails, slugs, small shellfish, grasses and plants.
Young - The female duck is called a hen. She lays large eggs which hatch into yellow ducklings.
Interesting fact – Ducks’ feet have no nerves or blood vessels. This means they never feel the cold, even if the water is icy.
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
