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Sheep
Sheep are farmed for their wool, meat and milk.

Habitat – Sheep survive in many conditions. Some live on farms. Others survive on hills, moors and dry grasslands.
Size – Sheep range from 0.6 to 1.3 metres tall.
Appearance – Sheep have thick, woolly fur which is usually white, black or brown. They have hoofed feet and short tails. Some sheep have horns.
Diet – Sheep are herbivores (plant-eaters) grazing on grass, leaves, twigs and young plants.
Young - The female sheep (ewe) gives birth to 2 or 3 lambs in the Spring.
Interesting fact – Sheep were domesticated (bred to be tame) about 10,000 years ago.
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
