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Beaver
Beavers have large flattened tails and are excellent swimmers.
Habitat – Beavers live in forests in North America, parts of Europe and Asia. Beavers spend the winter in their homes called lodges with a large supply of food. The lodges are made from sticks and mud.
Size – Beavers are nearly a metre long with a tail that is 30 cm long. They weigh 15-30 kg.
Appearance – Beavers are covered with thick dark fur. They have a heavy flat black tail and the hind feet are webbed. They can swim underwater for up to 15 minutes.
Diet – Beavers are herbivores (plant eaters). They eat tree bark, leaves, roots and water plants.
Young - Beavers are known to mate for life. A male and female will produce many litters of kits (babies) throughout their lives. Kits are able to swim almost immediately at birth.
Interesting fact – Beavers lodges are built in the water and only have an underwater entrance. If the pond is not deep enough a beaver will cut down a tree with its strong teeth to build a dam.  
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
