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Panda
The giant panda spends most of its day eating bamboo.

Habitat – Giant pandas live in the bamboo forests in the mountainous areas of China.
Size – The giant panda is about 1-1.5 metres tall and weighs about 125 kilos.
Appearance – Giant pandas are covered in thick white fur. The shoulders, ears and legs are black.  It also has black around the eyes and on the nose.
Diet – The giant panda eats bamboo shoots and leaves.
Young - The female giant panda can become a mother between 4 and 7 years old. She gives birth to a single cub or sometimes twins. Baby pandas are tiny, weighing only 100–160 grams.
Interesting fact – Giant pandas are different to other bears because it has 5 clawed fingers plus a wrist bone that moves like a thumb.
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
