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Starfish

Starfish move very slowly along the sea bed using tiny suckers on their feet.
Habitat – Starfish live on the rocky sea floor.
Size – There are over 2000 types of star fish. Most starfish are small usually measuring 12-24 cms across.
Appearance – Starfish have 5 arms that are covered with tough skin and sharp bony spines. The mouth with a stomach is at the centre of the star.
Diet – Starfish are carnivore (meat eaters). They eat oysters, small fish and clams.
Young - Large quantities of starfish eggs are released into the water and can travel many miles for two months before they develop into starfish.
Interesting fact – Starfish push their stomachs out through their mouths to digest their food.
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
