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Arctic Tern

The Arctic Tern spends his whole life flying from one polar region to another. 
Habitat – The Arctic Tern spends the summer in the Arctic and then in winter flies to the Antarctic. It chooses to live at the edge of the ice pack.
Size – The Arctic Tern is about 30-38 cms long and weighs about 300 grams.
Appearance – The Arctic Tern is a small grey and white bird with a black head.  It has a long forked tail and webbed feet. They live in large groups (colonies) and can live for as long as 20 years.
Diet – The Artic tern eats mainly small fish and small sea creatures. It does this by swooping down into the sea.
Young - The female lays 1-2 speckled brown eggs in the grassy parts of the Arctic. Both parents look after the eggs and feed the baby birds when they hatch out.
Interesting fact – By flying from one end of the earth to the other the Arctic Tern enjoys two summers each year.
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
