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Puffin 
Puffins are Arctic sea birds famous for their large bright orange beaks.
Habitat – Puffins are sea birds that live on the cold Arctic coasts.
Size – Puffins are about 26-29 cms tall with a wingspan of 47-63 cms. They weigh 320-480 grams.
Appearance – Puffins are short black and white birds. Their feathers are thick and waterproof to keep out the cold. They have huge beaks to store fish. The beak becomes a brightly coloured in the breeding season.
Diet – Puffins are carnivores (meat eaters). They dive into the sea for small fish.
Young - The puffin digs a deep burrow and then the female lays an egg in it. For 6 weeks both parents feed the chick and then they leave the chick. The young bird finds its way to the sea and has to fish for itself.
Interesting fact – Puffins keep the same mate for life.
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
