Walrus
The walrus is a large animal that spends most of his life swimming in the sea at the edge of the frozen Arctic.

Habitat – The walrus swims live in the sea at the edge of the frozen Arctic. The Arctic is a very cold, snowy and windy region around the North Pole.
Size – The walrus is 4.3 metres long and can weigh up to 900 Kilos. The two tusks (teeth) can grow up to a metre long.
Appearance – The walrus has reddish brown fur and a thick layer of fat under the skin to keep warm. They swim well because they have powerful flippers at the end of all four legs.
Diet – The walrus is a carnivore (meat eater). They eat mainly clams, snails, mussels and other animals found on the sea bed. Sometimes they will eat a seal.
Young - The calves are born on the ice.
Interesting fact – The walrus enjoys sunbathing on the beach.
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
