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Flamingo
The Flamingo is a beautiful pink bird with long legs and a long neck.

Habitat – Flamingos come from Central and South America. They like to live in warm coastal areas.
Size – Flamingos can be 1.2 metres tall when fully grown.
Appearance – Flamingos have long necks and very long legs. Their bodies are covered with bright pink feathers. They have pink webbed feet and have a large beak which is used for feeding with.
Diet – Flamingos are omnivores (meat and plant eaters). They eat shrimps and tiny plants. There is a special chemical in shrimps that make the birds feathers turn pink. If they cannot eat enough shrimps the pink feathers will turn white.
Young - The female lays 1 white egg in the Spring. Both parents care for the egg which hatches after about 30 days.  Sometime the parents have to pull the chick from the shell.
Interesting fact – Flamingos can be as old as 50 years old.  
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
