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Pelican
The Pelican is a large bird. It catches fish with a large bill and stores the fish in a huge pouch.
Habitat – Pelicans come from the coasts of the Atlantic Ocean, Pacific Ocean and the Gulf of Mexico between North and South America.
Size – Pelicans are about 1.2 metres tall with a wing span of 2 to 2.3 metres. They weighs about 4 kilos.
Appearance – Pelicans are covered with brown feathers and have large dark brown webbed feet. They have a huge light brown bill with a pouch and a long neck.
Diet – Pelicans are carnivores (meat eaters). They catch fish in their pouches which they then use to feed their young.
Young - Pelicans build nests with grass and sticks high out of the water. The female lays 2-3 eggs at a time. The eggs are white.
Interesting fact – A pelican’s pouch will hold three times as much fish as its stomach.
