Bat
Bats are not birds. They are flying mammals. 
Habitat – Bats can be found all over the world apart from the Arctic and Antarctica. In the cold weather some bats migrate to warmer countries or hibernate.
Size – The smallest bat is called a bumblebee bat and has a wingspan of 15cm and is very light. The largest bat is the flying fox bat with a wing span of 1.8 metres and weighs 1 kilo.
Appearance – Bats have black or brown furry bodies and short legs. Their wings are like long thin fingers covered with skin.
Diet – Bats eat small animals, insects and fruit depending on the type of bat.
Young - The female has one baby in at a time. Baby bats are called “pups.” When a pup is born, it usually has no hair and its eyes are closed. When the pup is about four months old, it learns to fly.
Interesting fact – Bats are nocturnal and sleep hanging upside down during the day.
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
