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Otter
Otters are furry animals that live in rivers, streams and ponds.
Habitat – Otters can be found Europe and North America. They live near water in rivers, streams and ponds
Size – Otters are about a metre long. They weigh 20-35 kilos. The tail is 30- 45 cms long.
Appearance – Otters have beautiful short dark brown fur. They have wide webbed feet for swimming and tiny ears that close up when they are under water.
Diet – Otters are carnivores (meat eaters). They hunt for food on land and in water eating small mammals and birds, slow swimming fish and insects.

Young - The female otter gives birth to her cubs in a breeding den where they stay until they are 3 months old. They cubs are usually born in winter. After about one year the young otters become independent and look after themselves.
Interesting fact – Otters are nocturnal and sleep during the day in underground dens.
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
