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Owl
Owls are birds that have large heads and large eyes.
Habitat – Owls can be found in many parts of the world apart from very dry and hot and the cold polar areas. They do not build nests they use old nests of other birds such as the hawk, eagle and crow. They also use large cavities of trees.
Size – There are many types of owls. The smallest is about 15 cms long with a wingspan of 20 cms. The largest owl is about long 85 cms with a wing span of 150 cms and weighs about 1½ kilos.
Appearance – Owls have large heads and large eyes framed with a circle of feathers. Their bodies and wings are covered in white, grey or brown feathers.
Diet – Owls are carnivores (meat- eaters). They hunt at night for mice, rabbits, birds, frogs and insects.
Young - Owls lay between 1 and 13 eggs. The eggs are round and white. They are not all laid at the same time so they hatch at different times. Sometimes the larger chicks will kill their smaller brothers and sisters.
Interesting fact – Owls cannot move their eyes inside their sockets so to see around they have to turn their heads nearly a complete circle.
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
