	Children:

	Children:
Understand that all light has a source and name some, including the Sun.

Recognise that they cannot see in the dark.

Can identify changes that occur when a cloud hides the sun.

Identify some materials that light will and will not pass through.

Can compare the brightness of lights and understand how to block light.
Understand that darkness is the absence of light.

Are aware of the dangers of looking at the sun.

	Children can:
Explain how light travels and can name some materials it will travel through.

Represent their ideas using a labelled diagram.

Explain that light coloured and reflective materials / objects are not light sources.

Explain that in total darkness only light sources can be seen.
