	Level descriptors
	The children will communicate observations of changes in movements that result from actions ie pushes and pulls
The children will demonstrate push and pull actions that they can carry out.
	The children will compare the movement of different objects in terms of speed or direction. They will describe pushes and pulls as big or small. They will know how to achieve different speeds and directions of objects. They will recognise actions such as kick, tug, blow or throw as a push/pull.
	The children will link cause and effect in simple explanations ie the direction or speed of movement of an object changing because of a push or a pull. They will sequence pushes and pulls in order of magnitude. They will appreciate that machines, wind, magnets and springs can exert forces. 

They will use the term force to describe pushes and pulls. 

They will know that forces can be used to bring objects to a stop more quickly.

	How do the level descriptors relate to QCA Scheme of Work and Classroom practice  
	The children know what pushes and pulls are. They can demonstrate simple pushes and pulls we know.
They know that magnets will stick to some objects.

They will know that magnets can stick together and push away from each other.
	The children will know that some magnets can pull or push harder than others.
The children will describe what happens when some materials are put near a magnet.

The children will name some examples of where springs and magnets are used.
	The children can describe the direction of forces between magnets eg attracting or repelling.
They will recognise that a magnet can be used to change the speed or direction of a magnetic object. 

The children will order springs and magnets according to the strength of their force.

The children will classify materials as magnetic or non magnetic.

The children will use their knowledge and understanding of magnetic forces to explain how magnets can be useful in everyday life.

The children will describe the direction of the force between the spring and the person compressing it.

The children will describe the difference between a magnet and a magnetic material.
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
