	Level descriptors
	The children can communicate observations of changes in light that result from actions.

They will recognise that light comes from a variety of sources and will name some of these.
	They know about a range of physical phenomena and recognise and describe similarities and differences associated with them.

They know that darkness comes from the exclusion of all light.

They know that all light has a source. They know that light passes through some materials but not others.

They can demonstrate how to block light with some materials.

They can identify changes that occur when the sun goes behind a cloud.

They can compare the brightness or colour of lights.
	The children can use their knowledge and understanding of physical phenomena to link cause and effect in simple explanations.

They will begin to make simple generalisations about physical phenomena. They will understand that light travels. 

They will understand that light coloured objects are not light sources. 

They will know that light travels through some materials and is blocked by others. They will understand that in total darkness only light sources can be seen.



	How do the level descriptors relate to QCA Scheme of Work and Classroom practice  
	The children know that a room lights up when we switch the light on. They know the sun gives light and can name simple light sources such as a torch.
	The children notice that the position of the sun appears to change over the day.

The children can list a wider range of light sources.

The children notice that their shadow changes over the day.

They will recognise that shadows are similar in shape to the objects forming them.
The children can use materials to block light to make a shadow puppet.
	The children will explain that shadows are formed when light from a source is blocked, eg they can explain how their shadow puppet works.
The children know that when the sun is behind an object, the shadow is in front. They will make generalisations such as the higher the sun the shorter the shadow.

They will describe how a shadow from the Sun changes in length and position throughout the day. They can state that shadows change in a similar way each day and are shortest in the middle of the day.
