	· Can use simple text to find information but needs help
· Use simple equipment, make observations from this

· Record using simple tables

· Use some scientific vocabulary to describe what they saw

· Can observe and compare living things and events

· Take non- standard measurements, (hand-spans, bricks, spoonful)
	· Uses simple texts to find information themselves
· Can make relevant observations and measure using rulers and scales.

· Can carry out a fair test, still needs help but can explain how its fair.

· Can use a range of simple equipment

· Can record their observations in a variety of ways

· Can use rulers with smaller graduations, graduated beaker, scales
	· They can select information from different sources
· When performing a task they can describe how they are changing one factor and keeping the others the same
· Can select suitable equipment

· Can make a series of observations and measurements that are adequate

· Can record their results using bar charts and tables

· Beginning to plot points on a graph

· Can use ICT to take measurements (datalogging)
