	· Need suggestions about how they can find things out
· Can carry out instructions for a simple investigation

· Can recognise when something is not fair

· Need help to come up with suggestions on how to collect data
	· Responds to suggestions
· Can help design an investigation that is fair (still needs input)

· Can suggest their own ideas on how to find an answer to a question
	· Can decide on the right enquiry approach
· Can frame ideas and questions that can be investigated and decide how to find the answers

· The way they tackle the task shows they know they have to vary one factor while keeping the others the same

· Select suitable equipment

· Recognise that a series of measurements or observations may be necessary

· Begin to think about the outcomes while planning an investigation

· They can make predictions
